The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on November 4, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody reported there will be an information session for elected officials at 3:00 pm on Tuesday, November 9th regarding NC107 upgrades. The public work session will start at 5:00 pm.
Moody also reported there has been an anonymous $500 donation made to the Town to be used for an employees’ Christmas Dinner in memory of Dale Nations.

COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower stated there will be a work session in Montreat regarding Open Meetings and Public Records Law and those interested in attending should let her know.
MAIN STREET PARKING ORDINANCE REVISIONS DISCUSSION: Sheryl Rudd of Heinzelmannchen Brewery stated there has been a need for a parking ordinance downtown for a long time and she has noticed a difference since the ordinance was adopted. Rudd likes the idea of adding other streets to the ordinance, but does not want to see service vehicles added. Commissioner Knotts stated she has not heard any negative feedback regarding the ordinance except for the parking issue on East Jackson Street. Moody stated he agrees with Rudd and would not want to add service vehicles to the ordinance because every business could state they have a service vehicle. Ridenour stated they could be more specific and state that an appliance repair vehicle could park in a designated location. Isenhower stated that R.O. Vance needs a specific designation for his service vehicle. The consensus of the Board was to draft a resolution for a designated parking space for R.O. Vance. The Resolution will be on the November 18th meeting’s agenda.
Commissioner Hensley stated the parking space on Main Street at the crosswalk at Jones’ Antiques Store needs to be removed so the DOT will install a pedestrian sign. Hensley also stated sidewalks need to be installed on Skyland Drive.
