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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

February 3, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on February 3, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody reported the Governor has agreed that the ABC System does not need to be privatized.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: None
TRAIL RACES AT PINNACLE PARK: Brian Barwatt would like to organize a Trail Race at Pinnacle Park. All proceeds from the race would benefit The Community Table. Attorney Ridenour stated since the park is public property the Town Board will not bless or prevent the Trail Race. Ridenour suggested Barwatt have a waiver releasing himself and The Community Table from liability.

RELIEF FUND BOARD – CHANGE OF SECRETARY: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to appoint Sam Shuler as Secretary for the Relief Fund Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS FOR 2010-2011 AUDIT: During the budget discussions for this fiscal year, the possibility of sending requests for proposals for audit firms has been discussed. Commissioner Matheson stated it is important to get bids from other auditing firms. The Town has had $6,000 increase in auditing services over the past four years. Matheson also stated that other Towns with more per capita are being charged significantly less. Dixon Hughes audited Fletcher who has a higher population but was charged $6,300 less. Matheson stated she realizes every community has unique qualities that could make the Town’s audit more, but Bryant told Matheson the Town of Sylva does not. Mayor Moody stated bidding is good business, but the Board has never bid out the audit since he has been on the Board.
Commissioner Matheson made a motion to actively pursue bids from auditors for the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
MILL STREET RENOVATION FUND PRESENTATION: Veronica Nicholas of DSA stated they will be conducting a Sylva Skates “Phantom Fundraiser” on February 5th to help raise funds for the Mill Street Renovation Grant they are applying for. The goal of the Mill Street Project is to continue the revitalization of downtown Sylva.
