REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

July 21, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on July 21, 2011 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

STAFF PRESENT:  Adrienne Isenhower (Town Manager), Brandi King (Town Clerk), Davis Woodard (Police Chief), Tammy Hooper (Assistant Police Chief) and Eric Ridenour (Town Attorney)
VISITORS PRESENT: Quintin Ellison, Maggie Tobias and John Bubacz
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Pro Tem Knotts called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Allen stated the sinkhole on Wilkes Crescent Street needs attention. Isenhower stated she is aware of the problem and has been speaking with NCDOT to decide who is responsible since the deed states it is NCDOT property. Commissioner Hensley stated the TWSA Retreat will be held in September. 

MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower reminded the Board of the breakfast meeting at the Senior Center to meet the new WCU Chancellor, David Belcher. The Town is sponsoring Concerts on the Creek this Friday night with the Josh Fields Band. Isenhower gave the Board members a postcard from The Community Table showing their progress on their new building and information on how to volunteer. The new Main Street Economic Development position has been advertised. Commissioners Allen and Knotts will help to select the new employee. Schaeffer has looked into the possibility on installing a ‘bubble’ over the swimming pool and received an estimate of $570,000. The parking spaces downtown were measured and if the Board chooses to paint edge lines the spaces would measure 19 feet. A crew cab pickup truck with a short bed measures 20 feet. Signs could be erected in all the islands on Main Street to say ‘vehicles parked past white line will be ticketed’. 
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated the ‘Bike Safety Rodeo’ was a success and they were able to give away 18 safety helmets. Woodard also wanted to thank the Board for their overwhelming support for him and his officers over the last nine months.
PUBLIC HEARING – COLLECTION OF CIVIL FINES AND PENALTIES: Mayor Pro Tem Knotts opened the Public Hearing at 9:25 a.m. Ridenour discussed the proposed amendments to the ordinance that would allow the Town to collect fines and delinquent fines. There was no public input. The Public Hearing was closed at 9:27 a.m.
NC107 CORRIDOR STUDY COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS: At the previous Board Meeting, the Board appointed Commissioners Hensley and Matheson to the Committee. The Board still needs to appoint at least two property or business owners from NC107. Commissioner Hensley stated Scott Stanberry, Randy Hooper and Tori Walters have all expressed interest. Commissioner Matheson made a motion to appoint Scott Stanberry, Randy Hooper and Tori Walters to the NC107 Corridor Study Committee. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

COLLECTION OF CIVIL FINES AND PENALTIES: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to adopt the amendments to Sec. 1-9 of the Sylva Ordinances. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

PINNACLE PARK UPDATE: Jay Coward stated they are currently working on bridges in the park and they should be set by next week and completely done by fall. They will add handrails at a later date if they are deemed necessary. Volunteers have helped clear trails and Chief Woodard has cleared five campsites that can now be used by hikers.
RESOLUTION TO EXCHANGE PROPERTY WITH JACKSON COUNTY: The resolution needs to be adopted in order for the Town to exchange their old Chamber Building for the County’s old Library Building. The old Library Building that will be acquired by the Town will be used for the Town’s Police Department. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the Resolution to exchange property with the County. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (3) to consult with the Town Attorney. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Closed Session at 9:36 a.m.

Commissioner Hensley made a motion to come out of Closed Session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Regular Session at 9:45 a.m.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Allen made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries and the meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
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
