August 4, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on August 4, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower stated the Town has received the award letter from USDA for the Rural Business Enterprise Grant in the amount of $25,000 to be used as a loan program for small businesses to complete building upgrades. Jackson County has requested that the Town install a sidewalk on Keener Street that will lead from the parking area to the new library. Isenhower and Schaeffer looked into the sink hole issue on Wilkes Crescent with two officials from NCDOT and have determined the issue is the responsibility of the property owner since the problem area is not in the right of way. Isenhower and Schaeffer have also been in contact with DOT regarding the re-angling of the parking spaces on Main Street. DOT has given a quote of $12,000. Schaeffer has stated that the Public Works department does not have the equipment to do the re-angling in house.
The Board received a proposal for preliminary architectural services for renovations for the new police department. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to appropriate funds not to exceed $4,400 out of contingency to cover the expenses of the preliminary architectural study for the new police department. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Isenhower stated Stanton and Stanton has requested a Conditional Use Permit to relocate their manufacturing business to Harold Street. The Planning Board recommends the Town approving the CUP. The Planning Board has also finished their work on the RPUD standards.
NOISE ORDINANCE: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adopt the amendments to the Noise Ordinance in the Sylva Code of Ordinances (Sec. 12-7.1). The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PARKING FINES: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to adopt the amendments to the Parking Fines Schedule in the Sylva Code of Ordinances (Sec. 18-131). The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to appoint Ellen Hunter to the Planning Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMITTEE: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to re-appoint Luther Jones to the Jackson County Historic Preservation Committee. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (6) regarding the Manager’s evaluation. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into closed session at 5:44 p.m.
Commissioner Lewis made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into regular session at 6:45 p.m.
