REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

August 18, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on August 18, 2011 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower stated they have been working on the installations for the energy grant and should be finished in the next month. The committee for the selection of the new Main Street Economic Development Director has met and will start interviews tomorrow and should have a selection by the end of the month. Isenhower, Schaeffer and two engineers will be meeting next week to discuss the Wilkes Crescent drainage problems. Chief Woodard has asked that signs be erected in the Town parks stating “No sex offenders allowed” according to NCGS. 
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer reported the lower portion of Laurel Branch has been paved. The Public Works crew has been setting the logs for the bridges in Pinnacle Park. Volunteers will be leveling the logs and decking the bridges soon. Schaeffer also reported they have been investigating the Wilkes Crescent sink hole issue for over a month. He is trying to protect the Town’s interests because the repairs could become quite expensive. Schaeffer also presented the Board with two proposals for re-angling the spaces on Main Street. He recommends painting the edge lines first and see if that alleviates some of the problems before re-angling all the spaces. Schaeffer has also volunteered the Town crews to help clean up at Hall’s Tire Shop to improve the entrance into Town.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Hooper reported on the statistics of the previous month.
PUBLIC HEARING – INTENT TO CLOSE BRYSON STREET: Mayor Moody opened the Public Hearing at 9:34 a.m. Bryson Street is located parallel to Morris Street and intersects with Cowan Street. This is essentially a paper street and a citizen has asked the Board to consider closing it. A resolution of intent was adopted by the Board on July 7th, was advertised in the Sylva Herald for four consecutive weeks and notices were sent to all adjoining property owners. Robert Kinkaid questioned whether there was any interest in closing Davis Street in the future, but has no issue with closing Bryson Street. Mary Kelley stated she requested that Bryson Street be closed to protect her future home plans for her property. The public hearing was closed at 9:42 a.m.
PUBLIC HEARING – STANTON AND STANTON, INC CUP: Mayor Moody opened the Public Hearing at 9:43 a.m. Stanton and Stanton would like to move into the former Jennings Builders Supply building located on Harold Street. The property is located in a B-2 district which requires a conditional use permit for manufacturing. The change of ownership requires a new conditional use permit. The Public Hearing was closed at 9:44 a.m.
INTENT TO CLOSE BRYSON STREET: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to close Bryson Street. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
STANTON & STANTON CUP: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
NCDOT/MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT – INSPECTION OF BRIDGES: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the agreement. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PELHAM THOMAS – VEHICLE TOWING FROM PRIVATE PARKING LOTS: Mr. Thomas stated that about a month ago his daughter’s vehicle was towed from Eldridge Painter’s parking lot next to El Pacifico. Thomas does not believe that vehicles should be towed without proper signage. Thomas provided the Board with a copy of Asheville’s ordinance stating that private lot owners can only have vehicles towed if they have proper signage in their lots. The Board will review Asheville’s ordinance.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (3) to consult with the Town Attorney and G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (6) regarding the Manager’s evaluation. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Closed Session at 9:52 a.m.

Commissioner Hensley made a motion to come out of Closed Session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Regular Session at 10:35 a.m.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries and the meeting was adjourned at 10:36 a.m.
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
