The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on September 1, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower presented the Board with copies of Odell Thompson’s preliminary plan for the new police department. Paige Roberson, Downtown Economic Director, is attending the NC Main Street Manager’s Conference in Concord this week. J.P. Gallardo has started part-time at the Police Department to help with downtown parking enforcement.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: John Jeleniewski reported the Planning Board has recommended a text amendment to allow government facilities in the B-1 District.
MAIN STREET LINE PAINTING: There are three options for the parking issues downtown. The first option is to re-angle the spaces and have DOT grind the lines and re-stripe with thermoplastic. The second option is to re-angle the lines and hire a company to paint over the current lines and paint the new lines with regular paint. The third option is to paint an edge line at the end of the parking spaces and have signs posted to state anyone parked over the edge line will be ticketed. Isenhower stated the Staff’s recommendation is to paint edge lines on the parking spaces and ticket those over the line. Commissioner Lewis stated the spaces need to be re-angled because you cannot see when backing out and small vehicles would be past the edge lines. Commissioner Knotts stated she is in favor of painting the edge lines now and revisit the re-angling of the spaces when DOT repaves Main Street. Commissioner Matheson stated that painting over the existing lines would create a lot more work for Public Works to maintain and create more liability. Commissioner Lewis made a motion to change the angles of the spaces and not paint edge lines. Commissioners Hensley, Matheson and Knotts were opposed. The motion dies.
BOARD OF ELECTIONS AGREEMENT: Ridenour stated the agreement looks good. The agreement states the Town is liable for monies above and beyond the normal election costs. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the agreement. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
DSA BOARD APPOINTMENT: DSA would like for a Board member to serve on their executive committee. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to appoint Christina Matheson to the DSA Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (6) regarding personnel. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into closed session at 5:43 p.m.
Commissioner Lewis made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into regular session at 6:42 p.m.
The Board cancelled their regularly scheduled meeting for September 15, 2011 at 9:15 a.m. and re-scheduled for September 12, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:45 p.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
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
