REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

October 6, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on October 6, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Ken Brown requested that the Board consider opposing Duke Energy’s rate hike of more than 17%. Brown stated other Towns and Counties have already opposed such as Macon County and the Town of Franklin. Avram Friedman stated the purpose of the rate increase is to help fund the construction of a coal-burning power plant in Rutherford County that would supply South Carolina with energy. Friedman asked the Town to send a representative to the meeting on October 26th at the Macon County Courthouse to show the Town’s opposition.
John Bubacz, business owner on Main Street, would like for the Town to pass a resolution stating that delivery trucks that are just passing through Town should have to take Exit 85 so they are not delivering through Main Street.

Patricia Marquez requested a street light near her residence at 34 Wilkesdale Street. The item will be added to the next meetings agenda.

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody stated he attended a conference with Dan Schaeffer and Paige Roberson at Haywood Community College with Governor Bev Purdue regarding small town competiveness.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Schaeffer reported there will be an NC State Historic Preservation Committee meeting in the Community Room at the Library on October 18th at 6:30 p.m. The WCU Homecoming Parade will be October 21st at 6:00 p.m. The Chilly Fest will be November 5th from 12:00 to 5:00 p.m. Schaeffer also reported that new members will need to be appointed to the Revolving Loan Fund Committee in order to administer the USDA Grant.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: John Jeleniewski reported the Planning Board has recommended a few more text revisions to the RPUD Ordinance and it is ready for the Town Board’s approval. The Planning Board has also recommended approving the Conditional Use Permit for Kathy Mathis of Snips, Dips and Bows. 
PUBLIC HEARING – CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (KATHY MATHIS – SNIPS, DIPS and BOWS): Mayor Moody called the public hearing to order at 5:48 p.m. Kathy Smith stated that one of the conditions of leasing the building is to install a fence to the right of the building. Mathis will not be boarding animals overnight. Carl Throgmorton stated he does not want his or Bob Kelley’s property used as a dog walk. The public hearing was closed at 5:51 p.m.
PUBLIC HEARING – AMENDMENTS TO ARTICLES 200 and 1100: Mayor Moody called the public hearing to order at 5:54 p.m. There was no public input. The public hearing was closed at 5:55 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING – GOVERNMENT FACILITIES IN B-1 DISTRICT: Mayor Moody called the public hearing to order at 5:55 p.m. There was not public input. The public hearing was closed at 5:57 p.m.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (KATHY MATHIS – SNIPS, DIPS and BOWS): Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit Application from Kathy Mathis of 58 Sunrise Park. The use is conditional upon no overnight boarding of animals and Mathis install a privacy fence with landscaping on the side that faces Main Street. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO ARTICLES 200 and 1100: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adopt the amendments to Articles 200 and 1100 as recommended by the Planning Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
GOVERNMENT FACILITIES IN THE B-1 DISTRICT: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to add Government Facilities as a permitted use in the B-1 District. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

BREAST CANCER AWARENESS PROCLAMATION: Steve Heatherly of MedWest Foundation presented a proclamation to the Board declaring October as Breast Cancer Awareness month. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adopt the proclamation. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
JACKSON COUNTY HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN RESOLUTION: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to adopt the Resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
TWSA BOARD APPOINTMENT: Stacy Knotts term is expiring, but she has expressed interest in serving another term. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to reappoint Commissioner Knotts to another term. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (6) regarding personnel and G.S. 143-318-11 (a) (3) regarding legal consultation. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into closed session at 6:25 p.m.
Commissioner Lewis made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into regular session at 7:09 p.m.
