The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on August 2, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

MAYOR’S REPORT: None.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Sossamon thanked everyone for their concern regarding her mother’s health. Commissioner Allen thanked everyone for their concern regarding his health as well.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson reported that several Sylva merchants met this week and are planning a Sylva Whee-kend to welcome WCU students, parents, faculty and staff to campus during move-in weekend. They are planning to offer discounts, samples, and promotions to encourage them to visit Sylva.
Norfolk Southern is planning to work on the railroad crossings at the intersections of Grindstaff Cove Road and Mill Street, Allen Street and Mill Street and Municipal Drive and West Main Street. They should begin work this month.

The Police Department renovations are going smoothly. Plumbing installation began Wednesday. The membrane part of the roof has been installed and the eight holes have been cut for the skylights and solar panels.
Roberson also stated that the Town received a check last week from Martha Popplewell’s estate for $33,699.92. This donation was specifically set aside for the Bridge Park. The Town would like to thank the family for their generous contribution. A plaque has been ordered to install in the pavilion.
