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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

August 15, 2013
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on August 15, 2013 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

STAFF PRESENT: Paige Roberson (Town Manager), Dan Schaeffer (Public Works Director) and Doug Farmer (Police Sergeant)

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody reminded the Board of the Public Hearing scheduled for the first meeting in September regarding the changes to the Parking Ordinance. Moody encouraged the public to attend.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Matheson stated she will not be able to attend the September 5th meeting.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated she submitted the final report on the Stonewall Development Project grant to the NC Rural Center so the grant is now considered closed. Tony Coggins has been hired as a new Police Officer. Roberson also stated she is on a steering committee for WCU’s 125th anniversary. WCU and Sylva are both celebrating 125th anniversaries in 2014, so they are planning to partner on several activities. The Town is sponsoring the “Concerts on the Creek” band on August 30th, the band will be SmokeRise. Roberson also asked that all the Board members interested in attending the NCLM Annual Conference in October should let her know by Wednesday.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT: Schaeffer also reported that the cost estimate to close Finch Street is anywhere from $234,000 to $256,000. A public hearing will be scheduled for the Resolution of Intent to close Finch Street.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated the Sylva merchants are organizing the Sylva Whee-kend for WCU’s Parent’s weekend. Businesses downtown will be offering discounts for students, their families, faculty and staff. The “Welcome Whee-kend” is scheduled for September 20-22nd. Roberson also stated that restaurant owners are hosting the Taste of Sylva event Saturday, October 5th. Fifteen restaurants have committed to participating so far. Restaurants along Hwy. 107 will be setting up in the McGuire Garden’s area. This will keep Taste of Sylva as a walkable event.
FRANCES CHEEK PROPERTY DISCUSSION: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to move forward with abatement procedures for the Frances Cheek property on Falls Circle. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
