September 5, 2013
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on September 5, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. 
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Dan Schaeffer stated the video cameras that were recently installed at the parks have already helped to identify subjects during a recent vandalism.
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Allen stated he has received requests for a gate at Bryson Park and a sidewalk from the parking lot at the Community Table to the swimming pool. Commissioner Sossamon commended the Police Department for another successful “National Night Out” program.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated the auditors will be here next week. The old police department building is being repainted. The Public Hearing for the closing of Finch Street has been scheduled for November 7th. Sylva’s “Whee-kend” will be September 20-22nd. The “Taste of Sylva” will be October 5th. 
PUBLIC HEARING (DOWNTOWN PARKING ORDINANCE REVISIONS): Mayor Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 5:37 pm. Roberson stated the parking spaces on the left hand side of Main Street are difficult to back out of because of cars speeding in the left lane. Roberson also stated that when larger trucks are parked in the spaces they obstruct the vision of others. Several options have been discussed, such as restricting the left hand lane to left turns only, painting lines at the back of the spaces, angling the spaces differently and installing a bump out at each intersection. Chief Woodard recommended installing temporary barricades to see if they would be beneficial. Roberson suggested encouraging people to pull all the way up to the curb. Scott Cook with NCDOT stated that if lines were painted at the back of the spaces then most cars would be over the line and if cars are encouraged to pull all the way up on the curb then the light poles on the sidewalks could be damaged. Mr. Cook stated there is a committee called the Municipal Assistance Group in the Traffic Engineering Department at NCDOT that could make some suggestions. Mayor Moody closed the Public Hearing at 5:57 pm.
DOWNTOWN PARKING ORDINANCE REVISIONS: This item was tabled until Roberson is able to contact the Municipal Assistance Group from NCDOT to set up a meeting to get their recommendations.
R2014-01 RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO CLOSE FINCH STREET: Roberson stated that several repairs need to be made to the wall behind the ABC Store and closing the street would be beneficial. The residents on the road are not opposed to closing the street. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adopt the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
ABC BOARD APPOINTMENT: Bill Nicholson has stated that he does not wish to be re-appointed to the ABC Board. Commissioner Allen made a motion to appoint Maurice Moody to the ABC Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the meeting was adjourned at 6:04 pm.
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
