REGULAR BOARD MEETING

September 19, 2013
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on September 19, 2013 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

STAFF PRESENT: Brandi King (Town Clerk), Paige Roberson (Town Manager), Eric Ridenour (Town Attorney), Dan Schaeffer (Public Works Director) and Daniel Peoples (Detective)
VISITORS PRESENT: Nick Breedlove and John Jeleniewski
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody informed everyone that Town Manager Paige Roberson is now engaged.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated that tax bills will be sent out next week. Roberson and Schaeffer met with a group from the “Mountains to Sea Trail” about getting a trail mapped from Pinnacle Park to Water Rock Knob. Roberson also stated she was asked to serve on the Local Government Training Program’s Advisory Board.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT: Schaeffer stated the American Chestnut Foundation will be donating two chestnut trees to the Town. Schaeffer also reported that an officer had to put down a rabid fox in the park this morning.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated the Police Department held their “National Night Out” on August 31st and thanked all the sponsors. The Police Department is working on a home security check program for residents of the Town. Anthony Coggins has been hired as a new Police Officer. The officers have completed their in-service training for the year. The Smoky Mountain High School Homecoming Parade will be October 17th, the WCU Homecoming Parade will be October 25th and the Halloween “Treat Street” will be October 26th.
MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated the “Taste of Sylva” will be held on October 5th and “Treat Street” will be October 26th. The Main Street Association also plans to have their billboard displayed through the month of November if enough businesses participate.
R2014-02 RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO ALTER PUBLIC USE OF FINCH STREET: A resolution of intent to close Finch Street was adopted at the last meeting, however the Town would like to keep the right-of-way for future repairs, so this new resolution would allow for that. Commissioner Matheson made a motion to adopt the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
RESOLUTION FOR NC GOVERNOR’S HIGHWAY SAFETY PROGRAM: This resolution would allow the police department to apply for a grant through the Governor’s Highway Safety Programs for equipment for checkpoints. The equipment would include a trailer, road flares, cones and other equipment necessary for conducting a checkpoint. Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a)(3) to consult with the Town’s Attorney regarding the Town’s Interlocal Agreement with the County. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into closed session at 9:36 am. 

Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into regular session at 10:27 am.
