The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on October 3, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. 
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated the auditors completed their final site visit today and should be presenting the audit report at a meeting in December. The police vehicles that were purchased by state contract came in this week. Roberson also stated she attended a wayfinding committee meeting with Sarah Graham and discussed implementing the signage recommendations from the study. The Sylva sign at the beginning of Main Street was painted this week. The “Taste of Sylva” is this Saturday from 1:00 to 5:00 pm. Roberson stated she attended the Regional Opt-In Workshop for Jackson County. The facilitated meetings will develop a vision for Southwestern NC considering the environment, transportation and economic development.
SYLVA MAIN STREET STREETSCAPE IMPROVEMENT PLAN: Roberson stated the Town received a grant from the Appalachian Regional Commission through the Southwestern Commission to come up with a streetscape plan for NC107. The plan identifies locations for sidewalks, trees, transit stops, etc. Roberson stated the Town needs to have the plan in place before 2021 when the DOT starts right-of-way procurements for the NC107 improvements so the Town is more likely to receive funding.
DOWNTOWN FIRE AND EMERGENCY DRILL: The Sylva Fire Department would like to work with Jackson County Emergency Services to simulate an emergency drill downtown. This would give the different agencies a chance to test the emergency plans they already have in place. There will be a roundtable discussion on Thursday, October 24th at 5:00 pm at the Sylva Fire Department to discuss the drill. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to support the drill. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
