CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

SWEARING IN OF NEW BOARD MEMBERS: Judge Alan Thornburg swore in Barbara Hamilton and Mary Gelbaugh as Commissioners. 

Commissioner Christina Matheson was elected as Mayor, however she has been offered a position with the Jackson County District Attorney’s office and she cannot serve in both roles. Commissioner Matheson made a motion to appoint Maurice Moody as Mayor until the next election. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. Judge Alan Thornburg swore in Maurice Moody as Mayor.
APPOINT BOARD MEMBER TO FILL VACANCY: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to table the appointment. Commissioners Sossamon, Hamilton and Gelbaugh were opposed.

Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to appoint Danny Allen to the Board of Commissioners. The motion carries with a three to one vote. Commissioner Hensley was opposed.
