CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson reminded the Board of the “Essentials of Municipal Government” Course next week. Roberson also shared the proposed budget schedule. 
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Roberson stated the Planning Board finished their revisions to the Manufactured Home Park Ordinance.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Roberson stated the Fire Department will be advertising for bids for financing for the new fire truck. Commissioner Allen made a  motion to give the Finance Department permission to contact banks regarding the financing of the new truck. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC HEARING (MANUFACTURED HOMES ORDINANCE): Mayor Moody called the public hearing to order at 5:35 pm. Roberson stated the Planning Board made revisions to the Manufactured Homes Ordinance in order change the density to four or more units, require at least two acres of land, change the setbacks and set requirements for aesthetics. 

Commissioner Gelbaugh stated she is worried the ordinance would eliminate affordable housing in the city limits. Commissioner Hensley stated taxpayers should be able to put whatever type home they want on their own land.

There was no input from the public. The hearing was closed at 5:44 pm.

MANUFACTURED HOMES ORDINANCE: This item was tabled until the next meeting.

MOUNTAIN PROJECTS TEEN INSTITUTE PRESENTATION: Representatives from Mountain Projects and the Teen Institute discussed their last regional seminar and how it helps prevent local teens from consuming drugs and alcohol.
