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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

January 16, 2014
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on January 16, 2014 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Hamilton stated the Board needs to look into ETJ along NC107 and Business 23.
Commissioner Allen stated the Board needs to plan a retreat. Allen stated he learned a lot at the Essentials of Municipal Government course. He said the Board also needs to look into rezoning from Innovations Brewery to Ward’s Plumbing.

Commissioner Gelbaugh thanked the Fire Department for their quick response to a fire at their home. Gelbaugh also reminded everyone to shop local to support the small businesses.

MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated the Police Department is holding interviews for a vacant officer position. She thanked the Public Works crews for buffing and waxing the floors in Town Hall. Roberson also reported the Town will hold five concerts during “Concerts on the Creek”.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT: None
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard reported on the 2012-2013 statistics for the Police Department.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Roberson stated the Fire Department will start the process of looking for financing for their new mini pumper. Commissioner Gelbaugh made a motion to allow the Fire Department to gather specs to go out for bids on the mini pumper. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated the “Greening Up the Mountains” Committee will meet this week. The festival will be April 26th. Roberson also stated the Main Street Board is taking applications for a vacancy on the Board.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Roberson stated the Planning Board will be working on the landscape ordinance, shared driveway ordinance, ETJ and rezoning business districts at their next meeting.
TWSA REPORT: Commissioner Hensley stated TWSA will be setting up an emergency fund to finance smaller projects such as the failing lines in the Addie Community and to help residents that are unable to pay impact fees. Hensley also stated that starting next month TWSA’s Director will make reports for each separate entity.

MANUFACTURED HOMES ORDINANCE: Commissioner Hensley stated he wants to protect residents that can only afford a manufactured home in other districts. Commissioner Sossamon stated that smaller doublewides are practically the same cost as a singlewide, so the ordinance should not hinder residents. Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to adopt the ordinance. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
2014-2015 BUDGET SCHEDULE: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the Budget Schedule. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
