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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on April 3, 2014 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. 
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated she attended the NC Main Street Conference this week. Roberson has submitted two grant applications. The first is for $2,500 for advertising from TDA for the 125th Anniversary Celebration. The second is for $10,000 for a two-way traffic study from the Southwestern Commission. Roberson also stated she has nominated Bridge Park for the NC Public Space Award.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Roberson stated the Planning Board has looked at the Stormwater Ordinance and has recommended it for approval. The public hearing will be set for a later date.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
PUBLIC HEARING (REZONING PARCELS FROM NORTH MILL STREET TO WEST MAIN STREET FROM B-2 TO B-1): Mayor Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 5:35 pm. The Planning Board has recommended the rezoning of parcels on North Mill Street to West Main Street (Ward Plumbing to Hall Tire Property) from B-2 to B-1. The rezoning would make this district more consistent. No property owners were opposed and there was no public input. The Public Hearing was closed at 5:36 pm.
REZONING PARCELS FROM NORTH MILL STREET TO WEST MAIN STREET FROM B-2 TO B-1: Commissioner Gelbaugh made a motion to rezone parcels on North Main Street to West Main Street (Ward’s Plumbing to Hall Tire Property) from B-2 to B-1 Business District. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
ABC DISCUSSION (MARIE LEATHERWOOD): Marie Leatherwood expressed her concerns to the Board regarding the ABC merger with Jackson County.

RETIRED FIRE DEPARTMENT WATER & SEWER PAYMENTS: Mike Beck has served the Fire Department for 20 years and is now eligible to draw his state retirement. He will still be serving on the Fire Department. Beck is requesting the Board to set a policy or precedent regarding TWSA water and sewer payments for members that are able to draw their retirement, but wish to stay on the department. The Board tabled the item until their next meeting.

RESOLUTION APPROVING FINANCING TERMS WITH BB&T BANK: The agreement with BB&T bank is for a 10 year term at 2.62% for $263,230 for the new fire truck. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PURCHASE AGREEMENT FOR SUTPHEN FIRE APPARATUS: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the Purchase Agreement for Sutphen Fire Apparatus for the new fire truck. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the meeting was adjourned at 6:02 pm.
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
